Machine Examination

Pits open at 8am.

Machine examination from 8.00am to 9.30am. Late entry will not be allowed.

All competitors must present themselves with MA Licence, proof of current club membership and coaching log books for junior riders, in Full riding gear for inspection. Machines and riding gear not as per GCR’s will be rejected.

Machines may be measured for bore and stroke for 1st, 2nd and 3rd place getters. Any machine may be measured on request of the steward or under protest.

Machines making excessive noise may be noise tested and rejected from event if not as per GCR’s.

Change of machine

A change of machine is permitted as per GCR’s on the condition that written notification must be in the hands of the clerk of course at least 10 minutes before the race in which the submission is to be made. The machine must have passed inspection during the machine examination time 8.00am to 9.30pm. This includes machines to be used for parts. The machine must be of the same capacity.

Race Conditions

The promoters reserve the right to postpone, cancel or change the programme if necessary with MWA approval prior to the meeting or with permission from the steward on the day of the meeting. Control will be under the clerk of course with supervision from the steward whose interpretation shall be binding and is final.

Race format, classes and laps amounts may alter at steward’s discretion on the day.

Starts

Self-penalising drop gates. Clutch start.

15-second board displayed to all riders for full 15 seconds

At the end of 15 seconds a 5 second board will be displayed.

The gate will drop between 5 and 10 seconds after the 5-second board is displayed.

If gates are not available, flag start will be used. Method explained by the starter on the day.

Only one helper allowed on start line behind the gate rear boundary marker. Line must be cleared when last lapboard is shown from current race. May be changed at steward’s discretion on the day.

Finish method

A Last lap board will be displayed to the riders interacting when one lap remains. The chequered flag is displayed to signal the race is finished.

Protests

All protests shall be in writing and accompanied by $70.00 fee as per GPR’s

Junior protest lies only with the rider, who shall interact prior to leaving the circuit that they wish to protest by use of the purple flag before corresponding with parent or guardian.

Riders will be scored on all MX rounds.  Natural terrain and Pony express events will not add to rider’s club points.

First Aid

St Johns Ambulance personnel will be in attendance.

It is a condition of entry that First Aid MUST be accepted wherever deemed necessary by the attending first aid officers. The steward of the day has the right to refuse further racing of a rider if first aid requirements are not adhered to.

No hassle policy:  Any rider, entrant or person associated with the rider or entrant shall conduct themselves in an orderly manner.

A rider will be responsible for their own conduct and for that of any person with whom they are associated. Anyone who abuses or threatens verbally or physically any official or any other person at the event shall be deemed to be in breach of this rule.

Penalties may be imposed by the steward of the day for breach of this rule, i.e.: reprimand or warning “fine”, exclusion from the meeting.

All breaches will be reported to MWA for further possible action.

General Rules

No alcoholic beverages allowed in the pit or on the race circuit.

There will be no riding of bikes other than on the track. Slow first gear riding maybe allowed at certain venues at stewards discretion.

Machine engines may be running to assist pushing around the pits.

No dogs will be permitted except guide dogs.

Enclosed footwear must be worn in the pit area at all times.

NO Pushbikes, scooters or pit bikes are allowed to be ridden within the premises.

No unauthorised person is allowed in the boundaries of the track once the event has been declared open by the steward of the day. AS per GCR’s

Please help your club event run on time by trying to provide a flaggy at each meeting.

Motorcycling WA

Warning! This is an important document, which affects your legal rights and obligations, read it carefully and do not sign it unless you understand it.

Contract to participate in motorcycle sporting event and/or activity.

1. I_____________________________________________________Rider

Hereby agree with the persons, organizations and bodies corporate whose names appear in schedule 1 (hereinafter collectively called “the organiser”) that I am by this agreement entitled to participate in the motorcycle activity/meeting listed in schedule 2 (hereinafter called “the meeting”) at the venue listed in schedule 3 (hereinafter called the “venue”) on the terms and conditions set out in this document.

Acknowledgment of risks, dangers and obligations
2 I acknowledge that motorcycling sport is dangerous and that by engaging in the sport and participating in the race meeting I take and am exposed to certain risks and dangers and am under certain obligations as follows:

(a) That I may be injured, physically or mentally, and may be killed:

(b) That my machinery or equipment may be damaged, lost or destroyed:

(c) That other competitors may ride dangerously or with lack of skills:

(d) The track or event conditions may be hazardous and may vary without warning or predictability:

(e) That organisers, officials, landowner/track operators and any agents or representatives of those in change of the race meeting are frequently obligated to make decisions under pressure of time/or events:

(f) That any policy of insurance of or in respect of my life or physical or mental health may be void:

(g) That there may be no or inadequate facilities for treatment of transport of me if I am injured:

(h) That I have an obligation to myself and to others to complete safely and within the rules of competition:

3. In consideration of the acceptance of me as an entrant in the race meeting I agree to indemnify the organiser and each of them in the following manner:

(a) That I participate in the race meeting at my sole risk and responsibility:

(b) That I accept the venue as it stands with all or any defects hidden or exposed:

(c) That I indemnify and hold harmless the organisers, their respective servants, agents or officials against any actions or claims which may be made by me or on my behalf for or in respect of or equipment whether caused by negligence, breach of contract or in any other manner whatsoever.

4. In consideration of the entrant being accepted as an entrant in the meeting I/We hereby indemnify the organisers in the same manner and to the same effect as if I/we were the entrant.
